PREFACE

The development of heraldry in our country which has recently become
more considerable and evident predetermines the extention and broadening of
this process. The rise of wide range of editions on heraldry has a positive
meaning. The present work, introducing one of the most important and quite
interesting moments in heraldry can help readers pay attention to questiones
requiring through learning and accuracy while description of arms where
flowering plants, their details as well as some definite Rinds of flowers used. In
heraldry exist a special scheme of description and depicting such figures and any
breach of the scheme can lead to misunderstanding and loss of meaningfullness
of the arms itself and of its visual quality. Correctly composed figures in a
heraldic shield as well as the successful application of range of colours while
plants and flowers depicting, in combination with scientifically grounded
textual accompaniment are the quality guarantee of such Rind of the arms.

The author had an opportunity to examine the sources on this subject in
different languages in the original. There was no more complete edition like this
until up to now. The two editions published in Britain and Canada are Rnown.
The first one was edited in 1851 in black-and-white variant, the other one - in
1977 in coloured variant. But the volume of these editions made about half a
hundred of flowers names in English. The present publication includes 276
names in_four languages. It contains a terms in Russian, English, Esperanto and
URrainian. For the determination of languages each article uses the letters of
the international language Esperanto - recommended by UNESCO as the mean
of international communication. Thus, for the determination of the Russian
language is used the letter t”; ‘a” - stands for English; ‘e” - for Esperanto and
“U” - for the URrainian language. Al the terms in URrainian are concluding and
are placed at the end of each article.

Most of the plants and flowers names used were not translated by the
author from one language to another. They were borrowed from corresponding
sources and they sometimes differ a little from generally accepted ones. The list
of the plants and flowers mentioned can not be considered absolutely complete.
As there exist some other names and variants of plants elements, applied in
heraldry, which were not included into this edition. This [list is constantly filling
up with the appearance of new arms and new publications on heraldry.



The names of plants and flowers are arranged in general alphabetic order,

although the complete name of each term can often have some deviations, typical
for the given name. But the main names correspond to the indicated order,

except for the table 24 in which the names of several flowering trees and bushes
are given. In the booR, are represented 25 tables supplemented with coloured
illustrations; the first and the last tables have one enlarged illustration. The rest
of the tables consist of 12 pictures with parallel texts each in four languages.

The tables with illustrations are followed by alphabetical indexes in English,

Esperanto and ‘URrainian. There is a bibliography list at the end of the book,
with the indication of sources used while compiling the booR,

The present edition is ment first of all for those who have already been
involved in heraldry, as well as for people, interested in this science about arms.
It can also be useful for all the categories of readers who show interest to
everything new in life; for those who treat the environment with care and are
sensitive to the beauty and variety of the nature.

ABOUT FLOWERING PLANTIS AND FLOWERS

IN H3RALDRY

The images of flowers, plants and their details are Rnown to take an
important place in heraldry. But without sufficient Rnowledge about image
peculiarities of such _figures in arms and their descriptions, it's quite difficult to
make up an arms or understand it while examining. It is especially important
while arms examining in foreign sources, issued in other languages. That is why
this edition aimes at giving more detailed information about mentioned above
peculiarities.

While picturing plants (flowering or not) and flowers, the term with the
plant's name is used and it means that the plant is represented growing on a
definite surface (on the glade, grass, hill etc.) In this case there must be more
than two leaves on the plant's stalR and its flowering element (the flower) can
be a little bit enlarged and turned to a spectator. While colouring these figures
natural colours are used, but other ones like heraldic colours or metals can also
be applied. The examples of flowers are: aloe, arnica, aster, natural rose,
periwinkle etc. If such a plant is represented non-growing on a surface, it has
the name ‘the stalk of the plant”. For example, “dame’s violet stalk flowered”
(tab.5, fig.2) ‘columbine stalk...” (tab.5, fig.5, 6) ‘enchanter’s nightshade stalk ”
(tab.7, fig.6) ‘villyflower stalk...” (2ab.11, fig.3) and others. If a plant or a
flower are depicted with roots without any surface, such figure is called
‘eradicated ™ ‘ily of the valley eradicated” (ab.10, fig.10), “garden rose-bush
eradicated” (tab.18, fig.5) At the same time the root of the plant can be of
natural colour (proper) or another one, but this must be indicated in the
description.

It often happens that only the flower of the plant is pictured. It is usually
turned completely to a spectator and of natural colour. But the colour of this
figure can also be different which is to be pointed in the description. For
example, “anise flower” (tab.2,. fig.6), ‘barberry flower” (tab.3, fig.3) “trumpet
flower” (tab.3, fig.9). If the flower is a httle bit turned in profil and has a
peduncle it is sure to be indicated. The term “‘peduncle” is not used in heraldry.
The general term ‘Slipped” (or ‘stalked”) is applied instead. For example,
‘amaryllis flower slipped ” (tab.2, tig.3), “periwinkle flower stalked ” (¢ab.3, fig.5),
‘bluebottle flower slipped” (tab.4, fig.4). Such stalR can be more elongated with
the additional two (rarely one) leaves. Then this plant bears the name “slipped
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(stalked) and leaved”. For example, ‘bluebottle flower slipped and leaved
(tab.4, fig.5) ‘columbine flower slipped and leaved” (tab.5, fig.8) ‘“hydrangea
flower slipped and leaved ” (tab.7, fig.3).

As a rule the middle of the flowers while their picturing is often
represented with the colour different from the one of the flower petals. Then this
flower is called “seeded” (of other colour - yellow, green, black, purple etc.).
Sometimes the stalRs of several plants seem to come from one point on a definite
surface. In this case they are called “attached with stalks”. For example, ‘three
asters attached with stalks” (¢ab.2, fig.12). Plants and flowers can be put in a
vessel (in a vase, flowerpot, vat or box etc.). For example, “three garden roses in
vase” (tab.18, fig.12). Some plants or flowers with a stalk and leaves can form a
bunch (bouquet). For example, “bunch of garden roses” (tab.18, fig.11). Some
plants can be introduced in the form of a bush. Then they are pictured as a bush
with one stalk and offshoots (tab.18, fig.4) or as some stalks usually 3-5 stalRs,
coming from a surface. Such plants are represented with enlarged leaves and
flowers and the number of flowers is equal to 3, 5, 10 etc. (tab.18, fig.4; tab.24,

fig.10, 11, 12).

The branches of flowers, flowering plants or trees are often depicted in
heraldry. If this figure has additional; smaller sprigs, it is called “oranch” (tab.2,

fig.7; tab.3, fig.2, tab.7, fig.9). If it has no offshoots, just some leaves, it is
called “sprig” (tab.5, fig.12; tab.7, fig.10; tab.22, fig.1).

One can often find trees in blossom in heraldry (tab.24, fig.7,8). They can
be pictured in a natural form or with enlarged leaves and flowers.

A special place in heraldry belongs to so called “fleur-de-lis” (heraldic fily)
and ‘heraldic rose”. The images of these flowers have a stylized look, as it is
reduced to the single form applied only in heraldry. Thus “fleur-de-lis” has the
form of vertical oval-like pivot with spreading left and right curls. At the same
time this figure has also a short cross-beam a little lower of the flower middle
(tab.12, fig.3). It can also be pictured stalked or growing from a certain surface
(tab.12, fig.4.). It can be “flowered” (tab.12, fig.8) “‘ornamented” (tab.12, fig.9)
or have other heraldic forms.

Another special Rind of plant in heraldry is ‘heraldic rose” or simply
‘rose”, This is a special form of flower, containing 5, 4, 6, 8 or 3 petals with a
circle in the centre (seed) and sharpened ledges in spaces between the petals,



called ‘sepals’. They are usually green or of other colour, and the rose itself can
bear a name “rose barbed and seeded ” (tab.20, fig.5) Like “fleur-de-lis”, it may

have different heraldic forms (tab.19, fig.7; tab.20, fig.1, 2). Such roses may be
stalked and are pictured growing on a surface or they can be put in a vessel.

Usual rose has a name “natural rose ” or “‘garden rose ” and it is represented
just like all other plants.

The symbolism of a flowers and plants includes hope, beauty, nature and
love for nature. But in each particular case there may occur some additional
meaning of a definite flower in definite arms. Thus, “fleur-de-lis” bears the
symbolic meaning of hope and the expectation of good. The most popular symbol
is, of course, rose. In ancient Greece it was the goddess of love, Aphrodite's
emblem. Sometimes it can symbolize martyrdom (in Christianity) and
philanthropy. White rose is the symbol of innocence, purity and chastity. Red
rose often stands for the symbol of beauty, love and devotion.

While description of arms with plants and flowers one should pay
attention to the fact, that in such descriptions there must not be extra words,
and the text itself should be short but depicting the plenitude of figures and
colours represented in the arms. This description rule concernes all Rind of arms.
The application of special terms while description allows through fulfilment of
this task, Here is the example of one of the French territorial arms (table 1) The
description of the arms goes like that: “De sinople a une fasce d'argent chargée de
3 fleurs de lis de gueules, accompagnée de 3 molettes d'or’. The text qf this
description in Russian, English, Esperanto and URrainian is given below. The
Russian variant is: ‘B 3enenom none cepebpansiii nosc, o6pemenennlii mpems

2epanbOudecKumMu  JUAUAMU  KPACHOZ0 U6emd, CONPOGONCOAEMblil  Mpems
3onomoimu monemmanu’, This very text in Englis/i is: “Vert, a fess Argent

The description in
Esperanto is: “En verda kampo argenta trabo, Sargita per tri rugaj heraldikaj
lilioj, akompanata per tri oraj moletoj ”. The URrainian description is: “Y senenomy
noni cpiona oanka, odOmaxzceHa mpvLoma 2epanbOUdHUMU JLIAMU UePBOHO20
KONIbOpy, Cynpoeodcysana mpvoma 3onomumu monremamu . The source doesn't

give the description of decorations out of the shield, but the text of these
decoration descriptions in the arms can be composed in mentioned above
languages according to the arms image in the table 1. The description in Russian
is: ‘Ium oépamnen oOeyma 3onomumu cmebnamu 31aK06 (nuieHuybl),
nepessazannvimu nusy sonomoii nenmoii”. The description text in English is:



“The shield entoured with two stalks of cereals (of wheat) Or in base banded Or”,
The description in the Esperanto language is like that: “La sildo enkadrigita per
du oraj tigoj de cerealoj (de tritiko) ligitajn en malsupro per ora strio”, The
description in the URrainian language is: ‘Ilum o6pamosanuii Odsoma

3onomumu, cmeonamu 31aKie (nuwienuui), nepes'azaHumu 6HU3Y 30J10MOI0
cmpiuxoio”. The upper decoration (crown, helmet etc.) is absent here, which

usually is mentioned before the description of the shield entouring figures and
the figures under the shield.

The more complete picture of arms can be seen in the table 25 (the arms of
Saint Lucia). The arms description is done in the established heraldic order. First
are described the divisions and figures in the shield; then comes the description
of the figures above the shield; the side figures, figures around the shield; the
description of those ones below the shield goes in the last turn. And it should be
always remembered that the description should be written in exact and short
form in order to depict even the arms itself.

La simila aii pli plena eldonajo jis nuna
tempo ne ekgistis. Estas Ronataj du eldonajoj aperintaj en Britio Raj Kanado.
Unu el ifi estis eldonita en 1851 en nekolora varianto Rgj la alia — en 1977 en
kolora varianto. Tamen la Rgpacito de tiuj ¢i eldonajoj Ronsistis el proksimume
duoncento da flornomoj Rgj de iliaj partoj en la angla lingvo. La proponata
eldonajo inkluzivas 276 nomojn en Ryar lingvoj. En §i estas prezentataj la
terminoj en [a rusa, angla, Esperanto Rgj ukraina lingvoj. Por markado de [a
lingvoj en Ciu terminnesto estas uzataj literoj de la internacia lingvo Esperanto,
reRomendata de UNESKO Kiel ilo de internacia Romunikado. Tielmaniere por la
markado de la rusa lingvo estas uzata la litero “”, por la markado de la angla
lingvo — “a”, por la markado de la lingvo Esperanto — ‘e”, por la markado de la
ukraina lingvo — “u”.

La listo de la
indiRitaj plantoj Rgj floroj ne povas pretendi je la absoluta Rompleteco. Ja
ekzistas ankail aliaj nomoj Raj variantoj de la plant - Raj florelementoj, uzataj
en la heraldiRo Raj ne enirintaj en & tiun eldonajon. Kaj la listo tiu &i requle



Rompletijas Run apero de la novaj blazonoj, Run apero de la novaj heraldiRgj
eldonajoj.

La dispozicio de la plantaj Raj floraj nomoj Rgj de iliaj partoj estas
aranjita en la jenerala alfabeta ordo, RyanRgm ofte la plena nomo de Ciu
termino povas havi iomajn deflankgjojn RaraRterajn por & tiu nomo. Sed la
bazaj nomoj Ronformas al la indikita ordo Rrom [a tabelo 24, Kie estas donataj
Relkaj nomoj de la florantaj arboj Raj arbustoj. En la libro estas prezentitaj 25
tabeloj Run Roloraj ilustrajoj, el Riuj la unua Rgj la lasta tabeloj havas po unu pli
granda bildo. La restaj tabeloj Ronsistas el 12 bildoj éiu Run paralela teksto por
tiuj bildoj en Ryar lingvoj.
